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Participants will be able to:

1. Recognize what a safety and risk framework is and why it is important.

2. Identify and describe some of the key principles associated with a state of the art safety  and risk based framework for child maltreatment involved families. 

3. Differentiate between safety and risk and understand why the distinctions are important.

4. Differentiate between safety resources/safety plans and case plans/service plans and understand why the distinctions are important.

5. Using case examples, demonstrate the correct identification and interpretation of selected framework components.

6. Identify and evaluate common fidelity issues in safety policy and practice.
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
